1. What is similar about the King David’s death and Abraham’s death?


Romans 5
1. What is justification?
a. [dikaio,w ] to declare one to be righteous, or one evidenced for being righteous
b. [qDeci  ] one who is righteous, one is has been made right.  Also, it is one who keeps God’s commandments, or more simply, someone who does the right thing. Another English term is giving an act of charity. (Charity is a word for “love”)
2. What is peace?
a. [ eivrh,nh ] peace, to be in a state of tranquility.
b. [~Alv';  ]to be made whole, or complete
3. What is salvation?
a. Verb form: [sw,|zw ], to be kept safe and sound, to be rescued from danger, to be made well from ill health.
b. [[:yviAh ] to be delivered, rescued, saved
4. What is reconciliation?
a. [katalla,ssw ] to be reconciled. This word causes Greek scholars a great deal of trouble. There is no LXX Hebraic form for it.  It is a Greek word with two parts, [kata], a prefix meaning “to go down” or “to come near,” and the root [elao], which means to pull something, or draw something in.  In other words, this word means “to be brought near.”
5. What is a gift?
a. [dw,rhma ] a gift, bounty benefaction;
b. [!B'r.q' ] and [hx'n>m ] Korban is the general classification of ALL gifts, or sacrifices, brought to the Temple/tabernacle.  Minchah is specifically the afternoon offerings.
