The Septuagint rendered this “squared timber,” while the Latin Vulgate rendered it “smooth wood.” If it is a scribal error in the Masoretic text, then the Gopher could be rendered “Copher”, which on one hand can mean pitch, as in the back stuff that keeps the wood waterproof. However, it is this, the double meaning could be eluding to the Copher, as this word has the same consonants as Kippur, or a covering. Thus, the “etz gopher” could indicate “Tree of Covering,” or more accurately in English, “Tree of atonement.”
