Parashat Korach
Numbers 16:1-18:32
1. Who were the leaders who rose up Moses and Aaron?
2. Were these leaders rising up against Moses specifically or Aaron specifically?
3. What tribes were these leaders from? Is there any reflections here from Jacob’s blessings to his sons in Genesis 49?
4. Why did almonds bloom on Aaron’s staff?
5. The Hebrew word for almond is שָֹקֵד   (shah-kaid, or sho-kaid). What does the verb form for these consonants mean? What does this imply about Aaron’s responsibility?
6. Read Eccesiastes 12 regarding almonds. Read also Jeremiah 1:11-12 and Psalm 127:1 in connection with each other.
7. What iniquity (sin) does Aaron bear? What iniquity do the Levites bear?
8. What is bringing the tithe and the firstfruits an act of? How is this connected to Aaron’s iniquity?
I Samuel 11:14-12:22
1. Was the act of God giving Israel a king (Hebrew=czar, not melekh) viewed negatively or positively by Samuel?

2. What was God’s primary command given to the people in regards to the new king?

Luke 18:35-19:28
1. Read Luke 18:35-43 in light of Aaron’s budding staff and Jeremiah 1:11-12
2. How does Zacchaeus’ gifts to the poor and compensations reflect the commands about firstfruits and tithes in Numbers 18?
3. In Luke 19:14 and 27, how does Yeshua portray Israel in regards to their master? What is the overall message to Israel using the parable of the 3 servants?
4. In verse 19:28, what is the significance of Yeshua going up to Jerusalem? Does Yeshua ever leave the Jerusalem area again before His death?
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
