4. What should the disciples’ response be to all of this sad news that Yeshua is giving them?
5. What do we learn from Yeshua’s prayer in Chapter 17? Is He praying as a priest, as God Himself, as a Son, as a Prophet, or something else? How do we respond to the words of this prayer?
