Genesis 25:19-34
1. Why does God tell Rebekah that two nations (goyim) and peoples (‘amim) are in her womb? 
2. What does Esau mean? [wf'([e ]. Look at this word: [hf'[' ]  “’asah” (or OSEH).  Meaning, “works.”
3. What does Jacob mean? [bqo+[]y: ]  Look at this word: [bq;[' ] “’aqav”. Meaning, “follow at the heel,” or figuratively “ assail insidiously, circumvent, overreach.”  Notice the different connotations between the literal and the figurative meanings.
4. How do the boys’ names connect to the descriptions of what they do?
5. What is the significance of the birthright?
6. Why did Esau receive the nickname “Edom”?
Genesis 26
1. When there was a famine, why didn’t Isaac leave the land, like his father?
2. Why did Isaac repeat the same actions as his father regarding telling a king that his wife was really his sister?
3. What can be learned by the situation between Abimelech and Isaac? Why was Isaac “greater”?
Genesis 27
1. Based upon the names that were given from above, why does Isaac prefer Esau?
2. Why was Esau due the blessing? What IS the blessing?
3. Who was it that declared that Jacob’s name meant “supplanter”? If this was an act of LaShan Hara by Esau, why do we accept this meaning for Jacob today? Why did the rabbis accept this about Jacob?
Genesis 28:1-9
1. What did Rebekah and Issac command Jacob to do?
2. What did Rebekah have against the Hittite wives of Esau? 
3. Why did Esau go and get another wife from Ishmael? What do you suppose that did to the wives Esau already had?
Malachi 1:1-2:7
1. What did God have against Esau/Edom? What does it mean that God “hates” Esau?
2. What is the connection between Esau and the priests?
3. How does one compare the offerings that Jacob gives, especially in light of all of the flocks that he eventually takes from Jacob, and the offerings that the priests were giving?
4. How does Romans 9, Malachi, and the concept of Esau all fit together? What are “works”?
Romans 6
1. What does it mean to be free from sin?  How is one “dead” to sin? Does this mean that as believers, we now have a capacity to stop sinning, or not sin anymore?
2. Verse 14: Are we not under Torah?  Or, in this verse, is Torah something different?  The Aramaic uses the term “Musah,” which is a word for discipline, or consequence. So, in our English, how do we interpret “law”?
3. What is the conclusion of this chapter? What does it mean? 
a. [ovyw,nion ] =wages, literally, “compensation for work,” but more accurately, oftentimes, it was food eaten in payment for work. In other words, “the flesh of sin.”
b. [ca,risma ] = gift, We get the word “Charisma” from this word, but we mean something different by this word when we use it. A person who is “charismatic” is a person to is animated or energetic. It is also one who has a gift for winning people.  How this can we apply this more basic understanding to a concept of “the gift of God” which is “eternal life”?
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
